To qualify for consideration as Victim Services Specialist... 

 Minimum age of 21 years 

 High School Diploma or GED 

 Valid Colorado driver’s license 

 Must be a United States citizen 

 Successfully pass an interview, psychological evaluation, back-

ground investigation, and medical/drug screening. 

 Possess sensitivity and good communication skills and able to 

work well with ALL members of the community 

 Successfully complete the initial 40-hour training session 

 Have reliable transportation, a good driving history, and current 

vehicle insurance 

 Make a one-year commitment to the program 

 Attend mandatory monthly meetings 

 Be on call three shifts per month
